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APEC 2007 TRAFFIC CHANGES

APEC MEETINGS IN
SYDNEY WILL START ON

Sunday 2nd September and finish on
Sunday 9th September.

Traffic changes will commence on 1st September
as some temporary fence structures are installed in
the CBD. All temporary structures will be removed
on Monday 10th September. Some road closures
will occur during construction and removal.

Special Event Clearways
(SEC)

There will be a staged introduction of special event
clearways between 1st September and 10th
September. Special event clearways will become
extensive in the CBD, and will also extend to many
surrounding suburbs. Some clearways will be in
place 24 hours per day, others will apply between
certain hours.

Check the local signage for details.

Taxis are allowed to stop in a
special event clearway to set down

or pick up passengers only. Fines
for stopping illegally are in excess
of $185.

TAXI RANKS

The normal taxi ranks in the northern area of the
CBD (including George St. Alfred St, Phillip St and
Bent Street) will become part of the special event
clearways which will be phased in from Sunday
2nd September onwards.

The Harbourside Taxi Rank will be closed for
varying periods of time during the APEC
conference.

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ROAD CLOSURES

The Cahill Expressway off-ramp (to Macquarie St) will be closed from 8
p-m. on Tuesday 4th September until 11 p.m. on Sunday 9th September.

From Wednesday 5th September there will be short closures of the Cahill
Expressway above Circular Quay, on Saturday 8th September these
closures will extend to a number of half hour periods throughout the day.

From 8 p.m. on Tuesday 4th
September until Friday 7th
September the following roads
will be closed to all but
authorised vehicles:

Bridge Street between Macquarie & Pitt Street;
Macquarie Street north of Bent Street; Phillip Street
north of Phillip Lane; Albert Street between Phillip
Street and Macquarie Street; Young Street south of the

AMP Centre; Loftus Street between the Department of
Education Building and Reiby Place; Conservatorium
Road between the Cahill Expressway off ramp and
Macquarie Street.

From 6 a.m. on Friday 7th
September until 11 p.m. Sunday
9th September, some additional
road closures will be added to
those above:

Bridge Street between Pitt Street and George Street;
Phillip Street between Phillip Lane and Bent Street; and
Pitt Street between Reiby Place and Abercrombie Lane.

Taxis will not be allowed into these areas unless they

have been authorised to do so. Additional short
duration closures will also be implemented in other

streets on an as needs basis.

GENERAL

Traffic conditions in the CBD are likely to change at short notice due to the movement of motorcades
of officials and the action of protest groups.

There will be delays at Sydney Airport from Tuesday 4th September until Sunday 9th September.

Taxi drivers will be required to follow directions from Police that will be stationed throughout the
CBD. Police have been given extra powers to stop and search people and vehicles if required.

Generally, taxis will be allowed to travel into the area bounded by King Street, Macquarie Street,
Alfred Street and George Street, but there may be some delays.

Networks will broadcast messages to drivers as and when they are advised of various traffic
conditions and situations as they arise.

A lot of patience and a degree of understanding of the difficult job that the police have to do will be
the key to surviving the week.
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
